C. Sponge Facepiece and Breathing Tube Thoroughly

APPLICATION

Rinse Facepiece and Breathing Tube in Clean
Warm (1200F) Water

Stretch Breathing Tube to Drain Standing Water
from Corrugations

Hang Facepiece and Breathing Tube to Air Dry
1. Notin direct sunlight
2. For several hours

3. Do not place near heat sources as rubber will
deteriorate

Sponge Off Exterior Surfaces with Cleaner Sanitizer
Solution Described Above

Rinse with Clear Warm Water
1. Use sponge
2. Do NOT immerse regulator in water

Dry with Clean Cloth

HARNESS AND CARRIER ASSEMBLY

Brush Excess Dirt Off
Wipe Off Surface Dirt with a Damp Sponge
If Heavily Soiled

1.  Work up lather of commercial detergent or mild
soap

Care must be taken
not to scratch
facepiece lens
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2. Apply lather (minimal water) with sponge to
harness

3.  Wipe dry with a clean cloth
4.  Allow to air dry
V. COMPRESSED AIR CYLINDERS

A. Sponge Down with a Warm Water (1200F) Cleaning
Solution

B. Sponge Off with Clean Warm Rinse Water
C. Wipe Dry with a Clean Cloth
VI. CARRYING CASE

A. Sponge Off Interior and Exterior Surfaces with
Cleaner Sanitizer Solution

B. Rinse with Clear Warm Water

C. Dry with Clean Cloth

D. Leave Case Open to Air Dry
1.  Will help prevent mildew

VIl. NOTE ON INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE LOG
WHEN SCBA HAS BEEN CLEANED/SANITIZED
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SUMMARY:

In order to assure that germs and disease do not spread among users of self contained
breathing apparatus it is important that all components be cleaned and sanitized often. Even
when an SCBA "appears" to be clean ensure that the cleaning procedure includes sanitizing
the unit.
